. No RVs, limousines or any vehicle larger than one parking space. There is no
RV parking on UGA campus for G-Day.

. Any vehicle (car, truck or trailer) must be contained within the painted lines of the
parking space and NOT extend into any driveway or lane of traffic within a
parking lot.

. Pull-behind items (trailers/cookers) must fit in one marked space as it is not
guaranteed that space will be adjacent to the vehicle pulling the trailer/cooker.

. Spaces cannot be saved for other patrons, spaces available on a first come, first
serve basis.

. No parking on sidewalk areas, roadways, firelanes, or in any place or way that
causes a hazard to drivers or pedestrians or blocks in a vehicle.

. State issued handicap permit or license plate must be displayed on vehicle in
order to park in handicap space.
